Curriculum Overview 

 

 

Reading:  Aleph-Belt Champion starts in Grade 1. Modeled after the Karate/Martial Arts 

motivational system, it works by dividing different reading skills into levels defined by 

color. Students understand that their teacher is a black aleph champion and their goal is 

to reach that level. For students already familiar with Hebrew Reading, will be learning 

modern Ivrit-Hebrew language. (See our website www.JewishSC.com for more information) 

or visit Alephchamp.com. 

 

Our 4 and 5 Year Old Class, we will be learning the Alef Bet in an age appropriate manner. 

For each letter, they will learn a Hebrew word which begins with that letter; then they will 

do a project and activity with it. The children will also create a scrapbook using the Alef 

Bet Letters.  
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Jewish Holidays: As each holiday of the Jewish calendar approaches, we will spend a great 

deal of time learning about the history, customs and traditions of the holiday. Expect your 

children to learn in depth about the following holidays; Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur, 

Sukkot, Chanukah, Tu B’Shvat, Purim, Passover, Lag B’omer, and Shavuot. For Chanukah, we 

visit the Silverado Senior Center and bring Holiday cheer to the residents there. Our 

holiday curriculum is spiced up with games, songs, center, performances and projects! At 

Chabad Hebrew School, Holidays come to life. 

 

Torah and Jewish History:  All students will be introduced to the characters and stories 

of the Bible.  There will be an overview of Jewish history starting with Creation, moving 

onto the giving of the Torah and finishing with modern day Israel.  Emphasis will be put on 

biblical/Hebrew terminology, names, and words.  Each year the classes will continue from 

where they left off, giving us the luxury of learning in detail.   

 

Prayer:  Our focus is to create a sense of comfort within the synagogue setting through 

practical praying and giving explanation of the prayers.  This reinforces reading skills as 

well as learning key Hebrew words.
